* In partnership with the York County Coroner and Child Death Review
Team, we have convened community partners surrounding gun deaths
and developed a framework for the York County Gun Safety Initiative.
Through cross sector collaboration, the Initiative is a strategic approach
to addressing gun safety in York County, leveraging data, storytelling,
community engagement and education to create a safer environment
for all residents.
